All of these pools are planned to start at the beginning of the MLB season, which is 
Sunday night April 4, 2010
All pools that fill up by 4/4 will start on time, but if any of these pools do NOT fill up (30 entries each) by April 4, then I will check the site each morning at 10 AM ET and the first day I see 30 entries will be the day that pool starts.  OFP randomly assigns the MLB teams once the pool is filled.  If you play in more than 1 pool and unfortunately (or fortunately) get the same MLB team more than once, feel free to email me to discuss the matter, since I am also in all pools I can either swap with you or we can consider some partnership arrangement. 

The format for a ’13 run” pool is real simple and it is all based on luck.

Each of these pools is capped at 30 entries maximum and each entry will be assigned a MLB for the entire duration of the pool and the first MLB team to score runs (in a single game) which equal all numbers between 0 and 13 (inclusively) – is the winning entry.  Therefore, the earliest the pool could end is after 14 games and once a MLB team scores runs exactly equal to all numbers, the pool is over.  The MLB team must score the 0, 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6, 7, 8, 9, 10, 11, 12 and the 13; in a single game. Regarding the CAP feature of 30 entries per pool, OFP does not do this automatically; I have to watch it manually.  But OFP does put a time stamp on each entry for the time it JOINED and if I have to deliver some bad news that you were number 31 or later, please understand that this might happen, especially if it caps out during the middle of the night.
OFP randomly assigns the teams to each entry, before the pool starts, once I see 30 entries.  Only MLB games that are deemed to be official count in our scoring, partial games do not count until they are completed / official and the game only counts on the date it is completed, the date it started does not matter.  The OFP site has a lengthier rules description, but I am sure you get the idea.  The COMPANY field at the OFP registration page has the same meaning as it does in football, golf and basketball pools and is explained in great detail on the ISSUES page at www.jrwinkle.com.  I will run four 13 run pools (different amounts per entry - 70, 80, 90 and 100) All passwords are the word – golf & the pool numbers are here:  

70 per entry is 58016; 80 per entry is 58017; 90 per entry is 58018; 100 per entry is 58019
There will be a second round of these 13 run pools that will start some time in late May or earlier if the first round ends soon, and I will send another email out at that time with the pool numbers. Please send your entry fee in promptly, address is listed above.
