This pool will be run at www.officefootballpool.com (OFP for short, the same site that runs my football and golf pools).  The pool number is 58228 and the password (as always for my pools) is golf. OFP ran this pool for me last year and there were no issues, so I expect things to go smoothly. You are responsible for getting your picks into the site and no phone calls with picks will be accepted.  If problems arise at the OFP site, I suggest you send me an email; I might be able to use an email to solve an issue but not on a repeat basis, once only per player.
This is a weekly elimination (survival) pool that runs until we have 1 winner or the survivors agree to a deal to end the pool. This contest (pool 2) will begin on Monday 5/24 and we only use the regular season not the playoffs.
Rules of Play:   Our week runs Monday thru Sunday. You select a MLB team each week before first pitch of their first game of the week and you can NOT use that team again the rest of the pool.  Your selected team must finish the week playing .500 or better baseball for that week, in order to survive to the next week.  Partial games, unofficial games, suspended games, rainouts – all do not count.  Games are only counted if they are completed in the current week. If a suspended game is completed sometime down the road, it counts for this pool in the week the game was completed.  Plan accordingly, because most teams will play 6 games in a week, sometimes 5 or 7 or maybe more or maybe less depending on weather and doubleheaders.  The rules are the rules (a percentage is a percentage) no matter how many official games are completed in a given week.  Games that start on a Sunday but finish after midnight, count for the current week, please do not tell me they do not count because the game ended on a Monday. The deadline to pick a team is first pitch of their first game of the week; the start time is listed at OFP.  The deadline is always set for late Wednesday night at OFP, just in case a team’s first game is delayed until then, but OFP takes the team off the board once their first game starts. Do not wait until a few minutes before first pitch; the site will shut down before the actual first pitch.  NOTE: After you JOIN this pool at OFP (and load your personal contact info) you will receive an email from OFP and I will also get a copy of that “JOIN” email.  I will review your contact info (to be sure it is complete) and I will reply with a “gl” email for good luck, if all info is OK.  When you register, the COMPANY field has a special meaning and that is explained at ISSUES on www.jrwinkle.com.  Please load good contact info with as many phone numbers as possible and be real sure to load a valid email address so that you can receive confirmation emails regarding your weekly selection. If you need more than 1 entry for this pool, the EZ way to do this is the link to “add entries” on the MY PICKS page.  All Star Break – we will not have to make picks the week of July 12 - 18 due to the All Star Game.

The entry fee is 100 and the entire purse is awarded to the winner(s), please refer to the ISSUES link at www.jrwinkle.com for explanation of the COMPANY field. If I have never met you & you are late with $$ you are at risk of being eliminated.  I am somewhat flexible but I am tired of being abused.  Send the money immediately, I do not want to have to call you and any delay in payments will negatively impact your ability to play in future pools, especially the large football pool which has reached capacity. Send payment (via check or money order in US funds only) to me at: John Bovery, 1210 Harbour Club Drive, Parlin, NJ, 08859.  Deadline for picks: is before the first pitch of your team’s first official game of the week.  Do not wait until the last minute to make your picks; I suggest you take care of this over the weekends.  I am tired of calling people whose pick is missing and I do not enjoy throwing people out of a pool, so I will be implementing a default pick (not first week), for those picks not in at deadline time (after all teams have started play for the given week).  It will be the MLB team which has the lowest W/L % for the entire season thru games played as of the previous Monday morning (including Sunday games).  In case of a tie in winning percentage (I will go top down alphabetically using the teams’ nicknames: like Braves, Mets, Yankees, etc).  Additionally, an entry can not be assigned a MLB team via default who was played and won a game already; I would go down the list alphabetically until I find a MLB team who has not won a game yet. Basically just avoid this situation by making your picks on time. Sure, this default is a little spoon feeding of the lazy people but it brings some necessary sanity to my life.  Near the end of the pool the deadline is subject to change (a firm early deadline on a Monday), but all finalists will be contacted when this happens.  Since baseball games start at so many different times, the deadline for picks is much more complicated for the website to manage, so if there is ever a problem at the site, cover your butt by sending me an email before the game in questions starts, so that I have some documentation to support the problem.  I expect everyone to make every effort to load their picks at the OFP site and not wait until the last minute to do so; in fact you can make your picks for many weeks in advance even the entire season.
