(Please avoid sending overnight packages, they do not help, just plan ahead and use regular mail & NO CASH)
PLEASE READ ALL OF THESE RULES 
IMPORTANT TOPIC:  Your account(s) from 2009 has been set up at OFP for this 2010 pool (59823) but you are on the BENCH to start. To become ACTIVE your entry fee must be received by 9/4 or you might lose your spot in this pool. As all winners can attest - I pay winnings promptly, so it is only fair that I expect the same from my players.  These are the official rules & supersede any rules posted at the OFP site. OFP is simply the site where we load our picks & monitor the status of the pool.  It is essential that all players read the FAQs / ISSUES at www.jrwinkle.com before playing. Entry fee is 100 per entry. All fees associated with the running of this pool, including all fees paid to OFP, are the sole responsibility of John Bovery, not the winner(s) of the pool.  Communicate with me via email (jackbovery@aol.com) first & only use the phone in an emergency or if you need help getting started on week 1 & please do not wait until Sunday morning to ask for that help.  My phone numbers are home: cell (908-510-3787), home (732-525-9554).  No calls between 7 AM & 3 PM on school days
NOTES: (1) when you send in your fee (100 per entry),  please also send me your login name at OFP & the pool name or #  (2) be sure to hit the SUMBIT button at OFP to make picks & check that you got the confirmation email, if you do not get this confirmation email something is very wrong. (3) do not email the OFP company with questions, email ME, except for one topic, if you forget your id/password at the OFP site, I can not help with that, contact OFP via email.  
RULES (for pool 1, #59823 at OFP)):  Starting week 1 of the NFL, you must pick NFL teams to win the game outright, no point spreads are used.  For weeks 1 thru 3, you will have to pick 1 NFL team, then it will get tougher based upon how many entries are left. Starting week 4 you might have to pick 2 teams each week based on the number of entries left. If going into week 4, there are still 300 or more entries alive (a highly likely situation); you must pick 2 teams on week 4.  If going into week 5, there are 250 or more entries alive; you must pick 2 teams on week 5.  The same goes for week 6 (200 or more), week 7 (180 or more) 8 (160 or more) 9 (140 or more) 10 (120 or more) 11 (100 or more) 12 (80 or more) 13 (60 or more) 14 (40 or more) 15 (30 or more) 16 (15 or more) and 17 (10 or more).  On these weeks, an entry with 1 loss is treated the same as an entry with 2 losses, both are out, except for the week the pool ends (no survivors left or the regular season ends).  At that time those with 1 loss will be considered to have advanced further than those with 2 losses. If your team(s) wins, you survive. ALL TIES LOSE!  Survive until the end of the regular season or until you are the only one left and you win or share the entire purse.  One catch – you can only pick each NFL team ONCE (per entry) during the entire pool, so plan accordingly.  Picks must be in before kickoff of the game involved, even on week 1 when the deadline is kickoff of the last Monday night game.  Do not get nervous, once the game starts OFP blocks those teams from being selected. Near the end of the pool, the deadline is likely to be adjusted and may be as early as first game of the week but you will be notified when a change is in effect.  If you fail to make a pick, you are eliminated; there are NO defaults. Whatever is stored in OFP counts, an email can never supersede what is loaded in the OFP system, so hit the SUBMIT button & check the confirmation email very closely. If you are playing in more than 1 of my pools, I strongly suggest you check these emails carefully!  Phone calls to make picks are NEVER accepted!!
Follow all the rules and send checks (NO cash) (in US funds only) made out to: John Bovery at 1210 Harbour Club Drive, Parlin, NJ 08859.  Please avoid bounced checks ($10 cost).  I take my responsibility serious when it comes to protecting the integrity of all pools that I run.  Remember, all technical errors are your problems not mine.  While I can not return all calls, I do answer all emails.  I will do everything in my power to spoon feed those who need help with the OFP site, so do not hesitate to ask for it, just ask early and not at the last minute. REMINDER: Please read all the postings at jrwinkle.com under the headings of FAQs and ISSUES, doing so will most likely answer all of your questions and provide you with some helpful hints.

The website I use to run this pool is www.officefootballpool.com  (OFP) and the pool number for 2010 is 60050 & password golf.  The official rules for this & all my pools can also be found at my website: www.jrwinkle.com and it is very important that all players read the FAQs and ISSUES page at my website before playing in any pool I run. Email (first choice) or call with any questions but please do not wait until Sunday 9/12 to do so.

Getting started: (1) first time players, need to go to the OFP site and register an account at that site by selecting a username and personal password.  (2) then everyone must go to the JOIN A POOL link under the POOLS button.  Type in the pool number 60050 & the password golf and you will immediately be in the pool with one entry, (3) then you MUST load all your personal contact info into the OFP registration page and I do need all fields filled out. For references please list who told you about the pool and only use BA if you know him personally, any questions email or call me. For the COMPANY field please refer to the ISSUES page at jrwinkle.com, or just put the number 10 there and you can come back later to change it if you need to. (4) Go to the MY PICKS page under PICKS and you can add more entries by hitting the CLICK HERE TO ADD ENTRIES button.  When you hit the submit button on the MY PICKS page, OFP will send you a confirmation email so be sure you have a valid email address loaded on your contact info page at OFP.  This email is the only way a player can verify that picks were loaded accurately, check it closely especially the pool name & number.  Once you have JOINED the pool, both you and I will get a JOIN email.  I will review your contact info and if it is all OK, I will reply to you with a “GL” email for good luck.  If you need any help at all using OFP contact me right away, but please do not wait until the last minute and try using email first before you call with questions.  The entry fee for this pool will be 75 per entry, and please send in your entry fee immediately upon JOINING along with a note telling me your login at OFP.  Going forward this pool will serve as a waiting list & only the players from this BA75 pool will be given the chance to join my main pool, currently capped at 8,500 entries.

RULES: You must pick NFL teams to win their game each week, no point spreads are used.  If your team WINS you survive, ALL TIES LOSE!  The pool ends at the end of the regular season.  You can only pick each NFL team ONCE (per entry) during this pool.  The pick deadline is the kickoff of that game, so that means all the way until Monday night you can make picks, but OFP blocks people from taking games that have started play and also shows the breakdown as each game start.  The weekly deadline is most likely going to change late in the pool, when it will become 30 minutes before kickoff of the first game of the week, but you will be notified when this change is in effect. There are NO defaults; if you do not make a pick you are eliminated.   You might have to select 2 NFL teams on some weeks (late in the pool) to guard against having too many winners.  If going into week 11, there are 75 or more people left; all entries will have to select 2 NFL teams on week 11.  The same applies for week 12 (60 or more) week 13 (50 or more) week 14 (40 or more) week 15 (30 or more) week 16 (20 or more) and week 17 (10 or more).  On double picks weeks, an entry with 1 loss is treated the same as an entry with 2 losses, except for the week the pool ends (no survivors left or the regular season ends).  At that time an entry with only 1 loss is viewed to have advanced further than an entry with 2 losses & therefore wins the pool. 

REMINDER: Please read the FAQs and ISSUES pages at www.jrwinkle.com – they will really help out new players and clarify any questions you may have whether you are returning player or a new participant. Please send your entry fee (75 per entry) in promptly to: John Bovery, 1210 Harbour Club Drive, Parlin, NJ, 08859, and also include your ID at OFP along with the pool name or number you are paying for.  Warning: Late payments may hinder the ability to play in future pools.  Email (first) or call if you need any help.    Good luck to all.

REMINDER : this pool is not a normal survival pool – it USES THE SPREADS 

NOTE: It is very important for all players, in all of my pools to review the FAQs and ISSUES pages at jrwinkle.com. This is the first of probably 3 survival pools that I will run using the point spread but there are no team restrictions, you can use the same NFL team as often as you like.  

(1) you must register at OFP if you are a first time player, because all picks are made here, no picks are made via email. (2) everyone must join this pool (60146 / golf) - go to the JOIN A POOL page under the POOLS tab. (3) you MUST load your contact info at OFP thru the registration page – I need phone numbers (as many as possible), a good mailing address and references (who told you about my pools) (4) please refer to www.jrwinkle.com for explanation of the COMPANY field on the contact info page at OFP. (5) once I get the email from OFP telling me you JOINED the pool, I will review your contact info and if it is satisfactory I will send you a “gl” email for good luck.  Please double check your confirmation emails to verify the accuracy of the picks you loaded.  If you are playing in more than one pool, I suggest you check the pool number in the confirmation email. (6) if you need extra entries the easiest way to do this is the link to add entries at the MY PICKS page , this way you will only have to load your contact info once.  Email or call if you need any help.  My contact numbers are: cell is 908-510-3787 and home is 732-525-9554.  If you need help with this pool, track me down before Sunday mornings.  (7) Please IMMEDIATELY send me your entry fee (100 per entry) and please also include a note telling me your username (ID) at OFP, it really helps a lot in posting the payments correctly.

Entry fee is 100 per entry:  All fees associated with the running of this pool, including all fees paid to OFP are the sole responsibility of John Bovery, not the winner(s) of the pool.  Please refer to www.jrwinkle.com for a copy of all rules and also please read the memo under the ISSUES tab as well as the section called FAQs. 

RULES:  This pool is based on the point spread, so if you take a favorite and they do NOT win by more than the point spread, you have LOST.   This pool will run all the way thru (and including) the Super Bowl if necessary, because you can use the same team as many times as you want, there are no restrictions at all regarding weekly picks. Pick one NFL team each week (there will never be any double pick weeks) and if your team covers the spread, you survive to the next week.  There is no need to worry about ties, OFP always loads a half point spread and the spreads can be found on the bottom of the MY PICKS screen.  Picks must be made before kickoff of the game involved, up until the kickoff of the last Monday night game.  Near the end of the pool, the deadline may be adjusted and may be as early as the first game of the week, but you will be notified thru OFP when a change is in effect.  If you do not make a pick, you are OUT, there are NO defaults.  Multiple entries are permitted.  Be sure to have good contact info loaded at OFP so that you can receive the confirmation email each week as well as any email I send out to the pool during the season.

this pool is run at www.officefootballpool.com and the pool # is 60192 and password is golf

this pool does not start until week 2 of the NFL season Sunday 9/19 

this gives everyone a chance to watch the games of week 1 before they make their selections 


2010 will be the first year for this pool but it will basically run the same as my “NCAA Pick the Final 4 Pool” and my “Pick the 6 division winners in MLB”.  There should be no need to call me, I am good at replying to emails so try that first, but (if needed) here is my best number: (cell) 908-510-3787 or the home is (732) 525-9554.  

REMINDER: as with all my pools, I strongly suggest all players review the FAQs and ISSUES pages at jrwinkle.com before playing in my pools, you will get all questions answered there and find some helpful hints.

Entry fees (20 per entry) should be sent by check or money order (US funds only) to me at: John Bovery, 1210 Harbour Club Drive, Parlin, NJ 08859.  When you JOIN the pool you will receive a GL message for “good luck”, but it might come after the pool deadline since I am away for the weekend when this pool starts, so please be patient.   I am not a mind reader I have no idea how many people will join.  We had 1,210 in the Final 4 pool this year, with 13 getting 3 regions correct.  QUESTION? Will it be easier to get 12 playoff teams correct than it was the Final 4 in basketball? I think it will be much harder and I predict 11 maybe 10 correct will win this pool. 

RULES:  This is a pool to pick the 12 NFL teams who will make the playoffs this year. Each entry will select the winners of the 8 divisions and then 2 wild cards in each conference, for a total of 12 NFL teams. CAUTION: the OFP site is not idiot proof, it will permit you to select the same team for both a division winner and a wild card – so please be careful and check the confirmation email after you SUBMIT your picks to ensure your picks were loaded correctly. Unless I am missing something, there should be no hidden strategy in choosing a team twice, since that limits the total number of correct playoff teams you could have.  Remember the pool is won by the entry or entries who have the highest number of playoff teams correct.  TIEBREAKER:  Ties are broken by the entry winning which has the highest number of division winners correct (8 max), but this again is only used to break a tie between entries with the highest number of playoff teams correct.
The deadline for all entries is 1:00 PM ET on Sunday September 19, 2010, which is week 2 of the NFL season, giving everyone a free one week look at all teams.  If you have any questions about this NEW pool please call me early to solve any issues, I will be difficult to reach on Sunday 9/19 between the hours of 9 am to 3 PM ET, but if you have an emergency certainly try me on 908-510-3787 and hope for the best.. 

WARNINGS:  Regarding $:  If I have never met you I strongly suggest getting the $ here before the pool starts.  I certainly have some flexibility with this, but some entries will definitely be rejected / eliminated from the pool if they try to take advantage of this situation.

The first FREE pool is COLLEGE SURVIVAL - normal – no spreads (pool # 59974)

this pool will start in single pick mode for the first week of the pool (Labor Day weekend of Saturday 9/4 – which is the weekend before the NFL starts) but will immediately go to DOUBLE pick mode starting the second week of the pool and will probably remain that way thru the end, which will be after 13 weeks with the week of Saturday, 11/27 – making it possible that you might have to select 25 teams to go all the way to the end.  A total purse of 2,500 will be on the line for this pool.  TIEBREAKER: if more than 5 people are tied at then end of this pool I will create some sort of post season college bowl pool to break the tie.   

The second FREE pool is COLLEGE SURVIVAL using the SPREAD (pool # 60248)

this pool will also start in single pick mode for the first week of the pool (Labor Day weekend of Saturday 9/4 – which is the weekend before the NFL starts) but will immediately go to DOUBLE pick mode starting the second week of the pool and stay in double pick mode for 5 weeks. Then, starting week 7 it will return to single pick mode for the rest of the pool and the pool will end after 13 weeks of play with the weekend of 11/27.  A total purse of 2,500 will be on the line for this pool.  TIEBREAKER: if more than 5 people are tied at then end of this pool I will create some sort of post season college bowl pool to break the tie.

RULES THAT APPLY TO BOTH OF THESE “FREE” POOLS

Do not waste your time looking for the passwords for these 2 FREE Pools, you will not find them.  Each “main” account from both the Bovery Survival Pool 1 (OFP pool number 59823) and the BA-75 pool (OFP 60050) will receive a FREE entry into both of these FREE pools.  But not all main accounts will get these entries – only those entries that are FULLY paid in all pools by Saturday 8/28 (date I need to receive the entry fee) will be welcomed to play in these FREE pools.  Nobody who is late paying will be able to play.  Aliases will NOT get an entry - it will be one FREE entry per each main account – if you play in both of the above mentioned pools you will receive one entry in each FREE pool not 2 in each pool.  Do not try and get cute by creating a bunch of new accounts at OFP just to get these FREE entries; that action will only serve to annoy me and probably have me toss you from all pools.  OFP will set up these 2 FREE pools, under my direction, on or about Tuesday 8/31; you will not have to join anything you will just magically see you are in these pools sometime by 9/1 with picks due for that upcoming weekend.  The creation of these 2 FREE pools is for the purpose of introducing everyone to the college version of these survival pools, just in case the NFL goes on strike next fall and OFP has asked me to be the guinea pig for testing purposes of this software.  Since this is my first stab at college survival pools and OFP has limited history as well, I am grasping as to exactly how to set up these pools – especially regarding what teams and games to make eligible for weekly selection. Therefore, I (as pool manager) reserve the right to modify any of these rules during the course of these “FREE to play” pools, but I will try hard not to make changes if at all possible.  I will only do so if it turns out the format I chose was not creating a well run pool that would yield just a few winners at the end, while also lasting deep into the season.  Bottom line is please do not forget it is a FREE pool, so keep the complaints to a minimum and allow me to properly test this college stuff for the future.  The 3 features I might need to adjust include: (1) more or less DOUBLE pick weeks, (2) the list of teams being used (66 now) – as long as 1 of those 66 is playing in the game then the game counts, and (3) the maximum spread of a game (OFP sets these on Tuesdays - always as half point lines) in order for the game to be available. I have the normal pool set at 14 points and the spreads pool set at 21.  More than that, the game will be OFF the board.  As I said I have no idea if these restrictions will result if a good game or not, but I am willing to try it and I will welcome feedback and suggestions along the way for improvement.
